2017-2018 BCIT Entrance Awards

The BCIT Entrance Awards program recognizes outstanding
applicants entering full-time BCIT credential programs and part-time
or full-time baccalaureate degree programs.

The 2017 — 2018 BCIT Entrance Awards are for individuals who will
begin a BCIT program between April 1, 2017 and March 31, 2018.

Entrance Awards Eligibility Criteria

B You must have applied for admission to BCIT and have been assigned a BCIT ID.
B You must be a citizen or permanent resident of Canada.
B You must commence full-time studies between April 1, 2017 and March 31, 2018.

B You must complete one BCIT entrance award application with all supporting
documentation attached.

B Your entrance award application must be received at the Student Financial Aid
and Awards office by 4 pm on the earliest deadline date of your selected entrance
awards.

B You must remain registered as a full-time student during the academic period for
which an award is given.

B You must maintain satisfactory academic standing during the academic period for
which an award is given.

B If you are under disciplinary review or placed on a student performance contract,
you may be restricted from receiving an entrance award disbursement.

W Entrance awards are tenable only at BCIT and are not transferable.

B Entrance awards are not deferrable and must be accepted in the year in which they
are awarded.

W Failure to adhere to all entrance award criteria will result in the award being
revoked. At that time, you will have 30 days to repay the amount of the award
in full.

All entrance awards are adjudicated on a competitive basis. Selection is based on

academic standing in secondary school and/or post-secondary studies. Other factors
may be taken into consideration such as participation in school activities, community
