AWARDS
WHY DO ORGANIZATIONS OFFER AWARDS?

The Government of British Columbia, individuals, clubs, lodges, companies, and other groups in the
Nechako Lakes District are proud of the graduates of our school system. They wish to recognize deserving
students who plan to continue their education after Grade 12. Recognition of student accomplishment in
the form of awards not only confers honor on students, but also brings them financial rewards that help
offset expenses when continuing their education.

WHAT TYPES OF AWARDS ARE OFFERED?
Two types of awards are available: BURSARIES and SCHOLARSHIPS.

BURSARIES are given to deserving students with satisfactory academic standing who require financial
assistance, and who meet other conditions specified within this booklet.

SCHOLARSHIPS are awarded mainly for outstanding academic achievement. Normally, scholarships are
not dependent on other factors such as financial need or social activity. Some organizations, however, do
specify these as secondary criteria.

HOW EXTENSIVE IS THE FUNDING OF AWARDS?

This year, more than 80 organizations are sponsoring awards across the school district. They have
donated approximately $65,000. It is anticipated that more than 100 students from School District No. 91
will receive awards.

The costs of post-secondary education rise each year. Students who attend an educational institution
away from home can expect to spend $15,000 or more each year. Note the following estimates of some of
the costs:

Tuition and other fees: $5,000 - $6,000
Books and supplies: S 800 -51,000
Accommodation and food: $7,000 - $8,000

Transportation, recreation, miscellaneous: $1,500 - $2,000

Successful applicants will certainly appreciate the contributions towards these expenses offered
through the awards.

WHICH AWARDS SHOULD | APPLY FOR?

It is important to read carefully the description of each award so that the eligibility criteria, the application
procedures, deadlines, and special considerations are clear. Students are encouraged to apply for ALL
awards for which they may be eligible. For every award for which you might be eligible, every year
hundreds of thousands of dollars go unclaimed in North America simply because students do not apply.

When applying for a number of scholarships and bursaries, only check off the awards for which you are
eligible; carefully verify that you do in fact qualify for the award(s). In your letter of application, be
certain that the content of the letter directly relates to the award(s) being applied for.

Awards cont’d...



AM | ELIGIBLE FOR AN AWARD?

1. Itis the responsibility of the student applying for awards to ensure that he/she is eligible for those
awards. Eligibility can be determined by carefully reading the description of each award and by
directing questions to counselors.

2. Students may be considered only for awards for which they have applied. Even if they meet all
qualifications for an award, they may not be considered eligible for it unless they have indicated
interest in specific bursaries and scholarships.

3. For most awards, standing in Grades 11 and 12 is used in the final selection of the recipient.

4. Students applying for bursaries should normally have no less than a C+ average. For scholarships,
students should normally have no less than a B average.

5. All students with better than average grades are encouraged to apply for the awards described in this
book.

6. SPECIAL CONSIDERATION

Full time enrollment at a post-secondary institution may be mandatory to receive these financial awards.

Degree Programs: Forestry, Wood product manufacturing, Process, Mechanical, or Chemical
engineering.



Trades Foundation Programs: Certified Millwright, Certified Electrician, Certified Heavy-Duty
Mechanic, Certified Instrument Mechanic, Certified Saw filer / Benchman, Certified Pipefitter or
Welder

4. Where there are multiple qualified applicants, children of Canfor and Canfor Pulp employees
shall receive priority, with remaining scholarships awarded based on academic performance.

AWARD OF SCHOLARSHIP

An application package will be sent to selected students to complete by October 26, 2024. To receive
scholarship payment, the students must show that they are enrolled in an eligible program in the 2024
fall academic semester.

The application form will also request documentation including:

e Acover letter from the student indicating about their studies and why they are interested in
forestry.

e A copy of the student’s registration in an eligible program; and

e A copy of the student’s receipt for first-semester tuition payment and books up to the
scholarship amount.

Students who do not contact Canfor and submit the above documentations by the October 26, 2024
deadline will forfeit their award.

DEFERRALS & WAITLIST

Deferrals are not eligible under this program. Exceptions will be made for a student that has been
waitlisted for an eligible forestry related program. The student must send Canfor a letter by email or
mail confirming waitlist placement by October 26, 2024. Canfor must be made aware of the students’
placement on the waitlist to remain eligible for the scholarship payment for up to 18 months from the
date of their high school graduation with approval from Canfor.

Students who are with EBUS prior to their graduation (grade 12) year and meet all grad
requirements are eligible for all EBUS and EBUS PAC scholarships and bursaries. Students
enrolled in EBUS during their Grade 12 year, and considered a full-time student by EBUS
criteria are eligible to apply for any and all scholarships awarded by the EBUS PAC. Students
must be enrolled full-time for the academic year; new students enrolled only in their final
semester of Grade 12, whether taking a full course load (4 to 6 courses) in the second
semester or not, are NOT considered eligible for EBUS PAC scholarship award but can apply
for an EBUS district scholarship award.
